The Art & Soles of Lansing Project (as part of Reach’s Teen Studio) will offer two weekly sessions 
(2 hours each) for 10 weeks during the summer of 2010 for up to 16 Lansing teenagers, one at 
Reach Studio Art Center, one off‐site at an area shelter. During the off‐site sessions at a local shel‐
ter, teen participants will work on a joint art project with clients of the shelter around the theme of 
“soles”, documenting the individual journeys of Lansing residents.  As the teens collaborate with in‐
dividuals who are clients of the shelter, they will employ interview techniques and art as a way to 
create an atmosphere of understanding and to share stories unique to each individual, subsequently 
helping participants to become more aware of each other’s experiences as members of the Lansing 
community. Photography, writing, and mixed media will be the primary art forms used to create the 
works of art.  Local artists will facilitate the art activities during the sessions, and will lead occasional 
workshops that focus on the primary art media being used in the project. Volunteers and local art‐
ists will serve as mentors for the teen participants.

WHO HAVE BOTH TIMES AVAILABLE THROUGHOUT THE SUMMER) 

In return for the opportunity to be part of Teen Studio at Reach, participants will be asked to vol‐
unteer as assistants at Reach’s summer programming for younger youth or participate in Youth 
Board activities. (See application on reverse side). 
 
This is a free program—but interested youth must complete an enrollment form prior to the start 
date in order to participate.
